If you need to speak with your child’s class teacher, the best time to do this is at the end of the day at 

pick up-time (11.20am or 2.50pm). 

 

Flu Vaccination reminder 

You will receive a separate letter about your child’s flu vaccination. Please follow the instructions in this 

letter to complete the forms online.  Please register your permission online or bring the paper form back 

to school (return to your child’s teacher) as soon as possible. We encourage you to take up this 

opportunity so that all children are vaccinated at the same time. The vaccination team will be in school 

on Friday 18th October.  If you have made alternative arrangements for your child’s vaccine, please 

inform Joanne Jones.   

 

Attendance and Timekeeping: 

If your child is going to be late or absent from school for any reason, please telephone the school office 

on the first day. If your child is ill, please keep them at home and contact us to let us know the nature of 

their illness and a likely return date. Schools are legally required to follow up unexplained absences as a 

potential safeguarding concern

Home Learning Activity

While you are out and about, have a look for Autumn treasures.  Go on a hunt for conkers, pine cones, 

acorns and Autumn leaves.  Talk to your child about the changes that happen at this time of year, as 

the seasons change form summer to Autumn.  This is a brilliant opportunity to introduce new words and 

concepts as you talk with your child.

Operation Encompass 

Our school is part of Operation Encompass (OE).  This is a police and education early information 

safeguarding partnership enabling schools to provide support to children experiencing domestic abuse. 

Operation Encompass ensures that there is a simple notification sent to school prior to the start of the 

next school day when the police have attended an incident of domestic abuse. 

 

Pantosaurus  

As part of our commitment to keeping our children safe, we will be teaching children all about 

Pantosaurus next week in school.  This is an integral part of our safeguarding curriculum. The Pantosaurus 

programme has been developed by the NSPCC with aim of raising young children’s awareness of how 

to keep themselves safe from sexual abuse. The materials are delivered in sensitive, child-friendly and 

developmentally appropriate manner.
