o Drawstring bags — please take great care. The strings can tighten quickly and pose a
strangulation hazard around children’s necks. Please ensure that you talk to your child about not
putting the string around their neck and ensure that your child’s drawstring bag is put in the car
boot where children cannot play with the draw strings unsupervised.

e Choking Risk — please read the guidance leaflet in your child’s lunch box foday to advise about
preparing food to reduce the risk of choking. For example, please ensure that grapes and
tomatoes are cut into quarters.

May | politely also ask that you do not put any additional items in children’s coat pockets or school bags.
Coats and bags are left unattended during the school day and 3 and 4 year olds are very inquisitive!
e Medications should be handed to the school office and never be left in school bags
e Hand warmers are not allowed as they contain small parts that can pose a poisoning and
choking risk
¢ Food items should be placed into lunchboxes only.
e Toys are not allowed in coat pockets or bags.

If your child is too poorly sick to come to school, the
best place for them is at home resting. This allows them to make a swift recovery and prevents the spread
of illness to other children.
